ID 25-4848  Discussion and Action: Ordinance No. 25-1365 Approving a Planned Development
Rezone and Amended General Development Plan of 700 Delta Drive, Tract 2222,
Block 5, Lots 1 Through 9, from Multiple-Family/Planned Development (R-M/PD)
District to Multiple-Family/Planned Development (R-M/PD) District, to Permit a
Maximum Density Increase From 20 Dwelling Units Per Acre to 22 Dwelling Units
Per Acre (Chris Gilbert)

Planning Division Manager Chris Gilbert advised that the existing General Development
Plan for this project was put into place in the Fall of 2023 and is before the City Council
tonight for an amendment. He said the subject property is 2.16-acres of vacant land
located at 700 Delta Drive near the intersection of Chemehuevi Boulevard and
McCulloch Boulevard South. The subject property is zoned Residential
Multiple-Family/Planned Development (R-M/PD) and is surrounded by Limited
Commercial (C-1) and Residential Two-Family (R-2) zoning. Mr. Gilbert explained that
in 2023, the subject property was rezoned for a three-story apartment building with 78
dwelling units totaling a density of 37 units per acre. The applicant’s letter of intent
requests to amend the existing planned development rezone and General Development
Plan with a three-story townhouse project that consists of 45 units for a total density of 22
units per acre, which, if approved, would reduce the density by approximately 45 percent.
He said the building facade includes three-story stucco exterior structures with second
and third floor living areas and ground floor garages. He added that the building height
would be 42 feet measured from finish grade to the top of the parapet, with the finished
grade of the property dropped at least 12 feet below the high point of McCulloch
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7.8

Boulevard to accommodate the additional building height above the permitted 30-foot
height limit of the Multiple-Family (R-M) zoning district. He noted that the applicant has
requested one exemption to permit a density increase from 20 units per acre to 22 units
per acre.

Mr. Gilbert reviewed the following code compliance conditions:

1) The development shall substantially match the General Development
Plan provided with the request, address all outstanding comments from
other agencies and reviewers.

2) Building permits and design review for compliance with City Codes,
including the Lake Havasu City Public Works Department traffic impact
comments, will be required prior to development of the property.

Councilmember Diaz asked what the approved total units (per acre) were under the
existing General Development Plan, to which Mr. Gilbert said approximately 37 units per
acre.

Discussion ensued related to the traffic and alley improvement requirements.

Mr. Mac Hall, Iris Development Services, addressed the council and said they are
requesting an amendment to the existing planned development from a 72-unit apartment
building to a 45-unit townhouse development, reducing the density from 32 units per acre
to 22 units per acre, and reducing the grading by at least 12-feet on the high side next to
McCulloch Boulevard to meet the height while stepping each unit down to reduce the
steepness of the driveway that was relocated.

Mayor Sheehy opened the public hearing. There being no comments, he closed the public
hearing.

Councilmember Coke moved to adopt Ordinance No. 25-1365 approving a Planned
Development Rezone and Amended General Development Plan for 700 Delta Drive,
Tract 2222, Block 5, Lots 1through 9, 2.16 acres, from Multiple-Family/Planned
Development District to Multiple-Family/Planned Development District, to permit a
maximum density increase from 20 dwelling units per acre to 22 dwelling units per
acre, seconded by Councilmember Dolan, and carried by the following vote:
